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INTRODUCTION  
 

Botniarosk is responsible for waste management in Southern Ostrobothnia. Botniarosk is a 
regional waste disposal company jointly owned by 8 communes: Isojoki, Karijoki, Jurva, 
Kaskinen, Kauhajoki, Kristiinankaupunki, Närpes and Teuva.  
 

Source separation of waste is an important part of waste management in Botniarosk's area. Our 
goal is to utilize all recyclable waste either as material or energy. Non-recyclable waste is taken 
to landfill. Recyclable material is sorted in households. This means that glass, metal and paper 
waste, as well as used batteries, is taken to the eco-points. Hazardous waste and all recyclable 
waste from households are accepted free of charge at the waste drop-off centers. However, for 
coarse waste or energy waste a fee is charged according to the price list. Everyday waste, such 
as food waste, packaging from groceries, etc., should be put in the property's kitchen waste 
container. At each property, there should also be a waste container for coarse waste, which is 
taken to landfill. A waste transport company empties these waste containers at set intervals. 

 

 

ECO-POINTS 
 

There are 106 eco-points in Botniarosk's area, where 
glass, paper, metal and batteries are accepted. 
Everyone living in Botniarosk’s area is free to use the 
eco-points. The locations of the eco-points can be 
found on our website: www.botniarosk.fi.

WASTE DROP-OFF CENTERS 
 

There are eight waste drop-off centers in Botniarosk's area where hazardous waste, electronics, 
metal, wood (including pressure-treated wood), bricks, concrete, glass, window glass, 
cardboard, polystyrene and asbestos are accepted during the opening hours. Coarse waste and 
energy waste are accepted against a fee according to the price list. Private persons can bring 
other type of waste to the drop-off centers free of charge. 
Companies, organizations, institutions, municipalities, etc. 
must pay for all waste that they bring to the drop-off 
centers, with the exception of paper and electronics. 
However, when business-to-business electronics (for 
example large photocopiers, fridges and freezers and 
other appliances with refrigeration units) are brought, a            
fee is charged. Price lists can be found on our website  
and at our waste drop-off centers.

 CHARITY & RECYCLING DRIVES 
 

The Charity & Recycling Drives organized at the waste drop-off centers have become very 
popular. On these days we collect rags for recycling, as well as clean, undamaged clothes and 
other items for charity, free of charge. Rags include clothes, curtains, sheets and other bedding, 
rag rugs, foam mattresses, etc. Clothes and items for charity include undamaged and clean 
summer and winter clothing, curtains, sheets, shoes, toys, baby carriages, undamaged bicycles, 
backpacks and other bags. Please be sure to sort the rags and the clothes that go to charity 
separately! Our partners want to receive donations in good condition. 

 
ENERGY WASTE AND CARDBOARD AT WASTE DROP-OFF CENTERS 
 

At the waste drop-off centers, plastic waste belongs in the energy waste, which also includes 
larger waste such as: garbage bags, plastic furniture, car hub caps, transport boxes, tubs, bale 
plastic, polystyrene, foam plastic, textiles and clothing. Private persons will be charged a fee at 
the waste drop-off centers for combustible waste and coarse waste, according to the price list. 
All other waste brought to the waste drop-off centers is accepted free of charge. 
 

The deep waste collection containers (Moloks) in our eco-points hold up to five cubic meters of 
paper waste. This does not include cardboard, which is only accepted at our waste drop-off 
centers, where it can be brought free of charge during opening hours. 
Please flatten the cardboard boxes so that as much as possible will fit into the collection 
container. Cardboard must be dry and clean, but tape and staples need not be removed. 
Cardboard is ultimately transformed into raw material for various carton products. In 
households, small amounts of cardboard can be put among kitchen waste.

Kitchen waste from the municipalities in Botniarosk's area is transported to Stormossen in 
Mustasaari. There biowaste is transformed into biogas through decomposition, and this gas is 
used for heating buildings, such as, Botnia Hall. Paper and plastic in the kitchen waste are 
transformed into pellet fuel, which is used for energy production by energy plants. Coarse waste 
is taken to our waste centre in Teuva. Only 15% of our waste is ultimately taken to the landfill; 
everything else can be recycled. This is why it is very important to sort your waste. 

 

THE JOINING OF THE PROPERTIES TO THE ORGANIZED WASTE TRANSPORT 
 

Every property in our area must participate in the organized waste transport. The kitchen waste 
containers are emptied every two weeks during the summer and at least every four weeks 
during the winter. If you use composting, the interval can be up to eight weeks. The coarse 
waste containers must be emptied at least once a year, or when necessary. The owner of the 
property signs a contract with a waste transport company for the emptying of the waste 
containers. Botniarosk maintains a register of all the properties and vacation residences in the 
area. This register is updated in co-operation with the waste transport companies and local 
environmental protection authorities.

DO NOT BURN YOUR WASTE 
 

Burning waste in Finland is both illegal and dangerous! Burning one kilogram of waste at home 
causes as much emissions as burning ten tons of waste in an appropriate waste incineration 
plant. 
 
Dry branches, boughs and clean, non-pressure treated and non-painted wood, clean paper and 
cardboard can be burned in a central-heating furnace or other solid heating or waste burning 
device, with other fuel. Outside population centers, burnable waste from agriculture, forestry 
and park-care, such as straws and logging waste, can be burned on an open fire. BURNING OF 
OTHER WASTE IS FORBIDDEN 
 
Announcements of intended waste burnings must be made to the emergency  
center by phone 071 471 051.5 
 
 Burning must not cause any harm to neighbours or to the environment. Botniarosk provides 
information on matters concerning waste management, the environmental protection 
authorities will supervise that waste management regulations are followed, and the police will 
intervene in environmental crimes.
